Dear Kindergarten Families,

We are about to begin our 3rd Module in Mathematics.  In this letter, we will share a grade-specific overview of the year, as well as information about our current module.   
Summary of the Year

Kindergarten mathematics is about: 
(1) representing, relating, and operating on whole numbers, initially with sets of objects; 
(2) describing shapes and space. 
More learning time in Kindergarten will be devoted to number than to other topics.
The learning goal for each student is to achieve mastery by the end of the school year.  Along the way teachers and students will celebrate what the students can do now and identify what the students need to work on next.

A Story of Units

The yearly curriculum is broken into modules (units), whose sequence is as follows: 
Module 1: Numbers to 10

Module 2: Two-Dimensional and Three-Dimensional Shapes
Module 3: Comparison of Length, Weight, Capacity and Numbers to 10 

Module 4: Number Pairs, Addition and Subtraction to 10

Module 5: Numbers 10–20 and Counting to 100 

Module 6: Analyzing, Comparing, and Composing Shapes

As your child begins a new module, you will receive information explaining the learning targets that are being addressed.  
Module 3 Overview

In Module 3, students begin to experiment with comparison of length, weight and capacity. Students first learn to identify the attribute being compared, moving away from non-specific language such as “bigger” to “longer than,” “heavier than,” or “more than.” Comparison begins with developing the meaning of the word “than” in the context of “taller than,” “shorter than,” “heavier than,” “longer than,” etc. The terms “more” and “less” become increasingly abstract later in Kindergarten. “7 is 2 more than 5” is more abstract than “Jim is taller than John.”

Module 3 Objectives

The following objectives will be addressed in Module 3, however many are ongoing and will reappear in future modules.  
Your child will: 
· Say which group has more by matching or counting the number of objects in both groups.

· Say which group has less by matching or counting the number of objects in both groups.

· Say when groups are equal by matching or counting.

· Read numerals to 10.

· Tell the values of numbers to 10.

· Compare 2 numerals between 1 and 10 and say which numeral has a greater value.

· Describe measurable attributes of objects.

· Describe measurable attributes of a given object.

· Tell which object is longer (shorter or taller) than the other by comparing them side by side.

· Tell which object can hold more (or less) than the other by filling up one of the objects and pouring it into the other.

· Tell which object is heavier (or lighter) by lifting one in one hand and the other in the other hand.

· Tell which object is warmer (or colder) than the other by touching them.
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Module 3 includes the Common Core Standards for Mathematical Content for Content for Counting and Cardinality: K.CC.6, K.CC.7; Measurement and Data: K.MD.1, K.MD.2; and the Mathematical Practices for: K.MP.2, K.MP.3, K.MP.5, K.MP.6.
